A will sense a little nostalgia, of the time when the
beginning of the autumn season meant back-to

school and putting shoes and socks on again.

At RSPB Old Moor, Wombwell, near Barnsley, our wetlands
attract an extraordinary range of birds all year round,

particularly those that like to dabble
about in mud, or roost close to
water. Yet, the almost imperceptible

slide from late summer into autumn and winter is one of the
best times of year to visit your local nature reserve. As the
light is fading from the evenings in September and the first
cold snap approaches, a great transition is occurring on the
flood planes of the Dearne Valley, as it acts as a migration

path for birds.

Hundreds of widgeon, a type of duck, announce their
arrival from the frozen North with a kind of whistly-hoot, to
take comparative warmth in our winter. Meanwhile, only a
few swallows are left, getting ready to pack up for the long

journey to South Africa.

You might not think that a nature reserve would be the
place to go in winter, but RSPB Old Moor is a different kind
